My brothers, have faith in our glorious Lord Jesus Christ without 
showing favoritism. 2For example, suppose a man enters your worship 
assemblyb wearing gold rings and fine clothing, and a poor man also 
enters wearing filthy clothing. 3If you look with favor on the man 
wearing fine clothing and say, “Sit here in this good place,” but you tell 
the poor man, “Stand over there” or “Sit down herec at my feet,” 4have 
you not made a distinction among yourselves and become judges with 
evil opinions?

If you 
are not a current member of this church or one of our sister churches, 
our pastor would be happy to speak with you about receiving the Lord’s 
Supper with us in the future.  Please mention it to him after the service.
