The paraments are purple for the season of Lent. Purple, like black, is a
penitential color. Purple dye was also very expensive in the ancient
world and was therefore worn mostly by royalty; the Bible records that,
as the Roman soldiers mocked and tortured Jesus on Good Friday, they
put a purple robe on him to ridicule him and belittle the claim that he
was a king. Therefore, purple is used during this penitential season of
Lent as a vivid reminder of the contempt and scorn Jesus endured, and
the sacrifice he made for our eternal salvation.
